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2014 Elections Review of House 
and Senate Races

Missouri House-- In the Missouri House of Repre-
sentatives the Republicans added to their majority by 
picking up 7 seats via election wins and 1 seat via party 
switch giving them 118 Republican members to 45 
Democrat members.  There will be 33 new freshman 
legislators in the House--27 Republicans and 6 Demo-
crats. Five incumbents lost their reelection bid—Repre-
sentatives John Mayfield, John Wright, Vicki Englund, 
Mike Frame and T.J. McKenna.  

This pick up was significant because it is well be-
yond the 109 margin needed for a veto proof ma-
jority and was in spite of renewed funding efforts by 
statewide Democrat officials to bolster the numbers of 

Democrat Legislative Members. This is the largest ma-
jority by either party since the Democrats held a 118-
45 majority in 1981. 

Missouri Senate--The Missouri Senate Republicans 
had a net gain of one seat with wins in 22nd Senate 
District (Jefferson County) by Republican Paul Wieland 
and in the 10th District (Central Missouri) by Republi-
can Jeannie Riddle offset by a win by Democrat Jill Sch-
upp in the 24th District (St. Louis County) currently 
held by Republican John Lamping.  This brings the Sen-
ate Republican majority to 25-9.  There will be 6 new 
senators in the 2015 general Assembly—5 Republicans 
and 1 Democrat. 

2015 Legislative Preview
The big question next year will be how much 

Governor Nixon can do with a General Assembly that 
differs ideologically on so many issues, particularly on 
such hot button issues as Medicaid expansion and tax 
credit reform.  

With solid majorities in both the House and the 
Senate we anticipate the Republicans will push the 
Governor to negotiate on items of importance to the 
majority including: tort reform, economic develop-
ment and right to work.  

Tax revenue for the state continues on a slightly up-
ward trajectory with this year averaging up over 4 percent.

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There are no OSHA certification programs or spe-
cific standards for vehicle lifts and hoists.  However, 
certain aspects of lift installation may be governed un-
der OSHA’s Construction Standards, and lift operation 
and maintenance may be covered under OSHA’s Gen-
eral Duty Clause when conducting inspections and is-
suing citations. In other words, OSHA covers vehicle 
lifts at a workplace as it does any other potentially dan-
gerous activity. 

However, the Automotive Lift Institute, Inc. (ALI), a 
trade association of US and Canadian lift manufacturers 
and distributors, has established an excellent set of safety 
standards, certifications, and training materials for the con-
struction, installation, operation, testing, and inspection of 
vehicle lifts. The standards have been approved as Ameri-
can National Standards by the American National Stan-
dards Institute, Inc. (ANSI). Although not specifically ap-
proved or endorsed by OSHA, the ANSI/ALI standards, 
training, and certification materials represent a solid, com-
prehensive safety program for vehicle lifts. The standards 
address many different types of lifts, including in-ground 
lifts, surface-mounted lifts (two post and four post), mo-
bile lifts, and scissors lifts. The lifts may employ pneumatic 
cylinders (compressed air), hydraulic power systems, and/
or mechanical systems.

ANSI/ ALI guidelines call for third-party product 
certification and meeting the following standards:
1. ANSI/ALI ALCTV-2011, Standard for Automotive 

Lifts - Safety Requirements for Construction, Test-
ing, and Validation

2. ANSI/ALI ALOIM- 2008 (R2013), Standard for 
Automotive Lifts - Safety Requirements for Opera-
tion, Inspection, and Testing

3. ANSI/ALI ALIS- 2009, Standard for Automotive 
Lifts - Safety Requirements for Installation and Ser-
vice 
The standards address the following topics:

•	 Vehicle lift models certified under the ALI third 
party certification and labeling program

•	 Lift selection, placement, and installation
•	 Installer qualifications,  training, and responsibilities
•	 Troubleshooting
•	 Lift operator qualifications, training, and responsi-

bilities
•	 Periodic qualified inspection procedures, training, 

documentation, frequency (per manufacturer rec-
ommendation), and inspection points

•	 Planned and repair maintenance and service pro-
cedures, personnel qualifications, training, docu-
mentation, and frequency

Vehicle Lift Safety Tips
Post these safety tips where they will be a 

constant reminder to your lift operator. For infor-
mation specific to the lift, always refer to the lift 
manufacturer’s manual
1. Inspect your lift daily. Never operate if it malfunc-

tions or if it has broken or damaged parts. Repairs 
should be made with original equipment parts.

2. Operating controls are designed to close when re-
leased. Don’t block or override them.

3. Never overload your lift. Manufacturer’s rated ca-
pacity in shown on name-plate affixed to the lift.

4. Positioning of vehicle and operation of the lift 
should be done only by trained and authorized 
personnel.

5. Never raise vehicle with anyone inside it. Custom-

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ers or by-standers should not be 
in the lift area during operation.

6. Always keep lift area free of ob-
structions, grease, oil, trash, and 
other debris.

7. Before driving vehicle over lift, 
position arms and supports to 
provide unobstructed clearance. 
Do not hit or run over lift arms, 
adapters, or axle supports. This 
could damage lift or vehicle.

8. Load vehicle on lift carefully. 
Position lift supports to contact 
at the vehicle manufacturer’s 
recommended lifting points. 
Raise lift until supports contact 
vehicle. Check supports for se-
cure contact with vehicle. Raise 
lift to desired working height. 
CAUTION: If you are work-
ing under vehicle, lift should be 
raised high enough for locking 
device to be engaged.

9. Note that with some vehicles, 
the removal (or installation) of 
components may cause a criti-
cal shift in the vehicle’s center 
of gravity, and result in raised 
vehicle instability. Refer to the 
vehicle manufacturer’s service 
manual for recommended pro-
cedures when vehicle compo-
nents are removed.

10. Before lowering lift, be sure tool 
trays, stands, etc. are removed 
from under vehicle. Release 
locking devices before attempt-
ing to lower lift.

11. Before removing vehicle from 
lift, position lift arms and sup-
ports to provide an unobstruct-
ed exit (See item # 7).

Keeping your phone 
at hand is second nature, so why not 
take the time to turn it into a life-sav-
ing device in times of emergencies? 

Disaster preparedness begins 
with knowing your risks, making a 
communications plan and having an 
emergency supply kit with essentials 
such as water, food, flashlights and 
medications. Go beyond the basics 
to enhance your readiness with the 
following digital tools and tips:
•	 Program important phone num-

bers into your contacts.  Make 
sure your contact list includes 
friends, loved ones and anyone 
else you may need to rely on or 
reach out to in the event of a 
disaster.  Include doctors, phar-
macies, day care and dog walk-
er contacts to ensure you can 
take care of yourself and your 
family’s needs.

•	 Plan to use text messaging. Dur-
ing and after a disaster, phone 
lines usually become over-
whelmed.  Texting can help you 
check on your friends and fam-
ily, leaving the phone lines open 
for emergency use.

•	 Retain power, even when 
power is out. Consider invest-
ing in solar powered or hand 
crank chargers, and/or external 
cell batteries to extend the life 
of your smartphone in case of 
blackout. In the event of a pow-
er outage, remember to con-

serve cell battery by reducing 
screen brightness and turning 
your phone on airplane mode 
when you’re not using it.

•	 Use social media to stay in-
formed. Connect with your 
state and local public health and 
emergency management agen-
cies on Facebook and Twitter to 
stay up-to-date on safety infor-
mation before, during and after 
a disaster.

•	 Identify your important docu-
ments and electronically store 
them in a safe space.
